One who specializes in real estate. All attorneys can close a real estate transaction, but an
attorney who’s focus on one specific type of law, can possess more specialized knowledge and
experience. But there’s another little known reason. Real Estate attorneys are more accessible
during the day. Why? Because real estate attorneys are NOT in court all day. General practice
attorneys are busy representing clients in court from parking tickets to defending criminals. A
real estate attorney, unless they are attending a closing or doing an eviction, real estate
attorneys work from their office and are there more frequently than types of attorneys.

When court adjourns, attorneys return to the office. So, based upon court schedules, the most
likely time to catch a court attending type attorney in their office is after 3p.m.

This allows you to reach them even if they are at court, a normally inaccessible location.

Set up a phone appointment. Speak to your attorney’s paralegal or secretary and give them 3
dates and times you are available. Confirm the date and time. This way your attorney can be
scheduled and aware there is an appointment ahead of time and you are not fretting and
wasting more time trying to reach them.
